	Interdisciplinary course on culture of multilingualism. Participants attend 4 hours of online classes at each participating university.

	Objectives and Description 
	Languages are never isolated from each other; there is always interference with other cultures, whether live or through different media. The aim of the course is to learn about different situations of language contact in the French-speaking world and elsewhere, and to assess the different ways in which languages are perceived and their position in society, whether real or imagined.
